CRAA wins 1st place team trophy

Six CRAA swimmers finish in the top 3 in their age group

Seven new state times swum

With 39 swimmers competing at the meet, CRAA finishes 2nd in team points only behind DASH – the host team.  Six CRAA swimmers finish in the top 3, catapulting the team into the taking of the 1st place team trophy.  All the CRAA competitors have much to be proud in their individual accomplishments. Just take a look at some of the final results of this meet 

Individual High Point Winners

Kate Busswitz (10) finished 1st overall in the 10 & Under Girls division, swimming to five personal bests, six 1st place finishes, one 2nd place finish, and one 3rd place finish.  Kate swam to a new AA time in the 200 Freestyle, and took off over 2 seconds in the 100 IM.  Jackie Hughes (12) finished 3rd overall in the 11-12 Girls standings.  Jackie finished 1st in 4 events, 2nd in one event, 3rd in two events, and 4th in the 100 IM, also a personal best time.  Jackie swam AA times in the 100 and 200 Breaststrokes, both of which were 1st place finishes. 

 Logan Barnes (12) and Thomas Burrill (12) finished 1-2 respectively in the Boys 11-12 division.  Logan finished 1st in five events and 2nd in the other three events.  Logan swam a new AA time in the 200 Freestyle for a 1st place finish – the last event of the meet.  Thomas finished 1st in four events and 2nd in four events, swam an AAA time of :56.93 in the 100 Freestyle, and took off 6.75 seconds in the 500 Freestyle for a new A time.  

In the 13-14 Boys division, Morgan Barnes (14) and Josh Hughes (13) finished 1-2 respectively.  Morgan swam AA times in both the 200 and 500 Freestyles, both of which were 1st place finishes.   Morgan also finished 1st in the 200 IM and 200 Backstroke.  Josh finished 1st in the 1650 Freestyle with a new A time of 19:28.32, and to a new AA time in the 500 Freestyle for a 3rd place finish.  

New State Times

Zoe Taylor (8) and her brother Ryan Taylor (8) each swam to their first ever state times.  Zoe was 3 for 3 with a new state time in the 50 Backstroke, and Ryan was 2 for 3 with a new state time in the 50 Breaststroke.  Paige Broghammer (10) posted 5 personal bests out of 8 swims, a new state time in the 100 Freestyle with a 2.51 time drop, and swam a new A time in the 50 Breaststroke for a 2nd place finish.  Ally Busswitz (9) took off over 9 seconds in the 100 Backstroke for a new state time which was also a 6th place finish.  Christian Anton (10) swam to personal bests in the 50 Free, 100 Back – which were 3rd place finishes, and the 50 Butterfly, which was also a new state time and a 5th place finish.  Nick Saulnier (10) finished 3rd in the 500 Freestyle and took off 2.69 in the 50 Butterfly for a new state time.  Nick also competed in the 200 Freestyle, missing the state time by .02. Clayton Hoyt (14) was 4 for 4, swimming to a state time in the 50 freestyle, a 1st place finish.  Clayton also finished 1st in the 100 Butterfly.

100% Personal Bests Swimmers

Emily Burke (9) was 4 for 4, with a 2.45 second time drop in the 100 IM, and Morgan Ross (10) was 4 for 4, with over a 14 second time drop in the 50 Butterfly alone!  Kennedy Smith (9) went 8 for 8, quite an accomplishment.  Kennedy was 14.94 seconds faster in the 100 Freestyle alone, and had over a 7 second drop in the 100 Backstroke.  Jackie Allen (11) was 2 for 2, with the 100 Breaststroke a first time swim and Gabrielle Armstrong (12) was 3 for 3, with 3rd place finishes in the 50 Breast and 200 IM.  Gloria Campbell (13) was 3 for 3 as well, with over a two second time drop in the 100 and 500 Freestyles.  

More Fast Swimming
Jenny (8) and Jill (6) Hughes each swam to 3 personal bests. Jenny finished as high as 4th in the 50 Breaststroke, and Jill was over 6 seconds faster in the 50 Freestyle.  Kirsten Loynachan (8) swam to personal bests in the 50s of Freestyle and Backstroke.   For Josh Horth (8) this was his last competition swimming as an 8 year old, finished 5th in the 50 Freestyle.  

Amera Ali (9) competed in the 100 Freestyle for the first time.  Kelsey Drake (9) arriving at the pool with no swim gear, hit the water in all new apparel, was 3 for 4, finishing 1st in the 50 Butterfly, 2nd in the 200 IM, and 3rd in the 100 Backstroke.  She also led off the Freestyle Relay, going two seconds faster than her 50 Freestyle best time. Taylor Golden (9) was 5 for 6, with a 4.5 second time drop in the 50 Fly, and also solid time drops in the 50 Breast and Free, and the 100 IM and 100 Free.  Abby Kruger (10) always with a smile on her face, was faster in the 50 Breaststroke and 100 Backstroke. Julia McDowell (9)  was over 8 seconds faster in the 100 Backstroke, and competed for the first time in the 100 Breaststroke, and in the 200 Freestyle, an event which she nervously looked forward to swimming for three weeks.  Peyton Ross (9) was faster in the 50 Freestyle and 100 Backstroke.  Matt Jackson (9) was 2 for 4, with 3rd  place finishes in the 100 Butterfly, 50 Breaststroke and 100 Freestyle.  Brandon Koch (9) went 4 for 6, with over a 12 second time drop in the 50 Freestyle alone!  

Ahmed Ali (12) was over 4 seconds faster in the 100 Back and over 5 seconds faster in the 50 Butterfly.  Bradlee Birchansky (12) competed in the 200 Backstroke for the first time and finished 4th in the event.  Kyle McNeal (12) finished 4th in the 100 Backstroke, 5th in the 200 IM, and 6th in both the 100 and 500 Freestyles.  Sami Scheetz (11) finished 1st in the 100 and 200 Breaststrokes, with the 100 distance a first time AA time.  Sami also finished 2nd in the 100 Butterfly.  

Maddie Dietz (13) finished 3rd in the 100 Backstroke.  John Richardson (13) who just aged up to the 13-14 age group this winter, took off 4.92 of the 200 Backstroke, and is now less than a second away from the state time in that event.   Liz Bierman (17) competing in two events, posted a faster time in the 500 Freestyle for a 2nd place finish.
