Team Equipment

Splash Multisport is the CRAA team dealer. CRAA team members may log onto their web site at www.splashmulti@mchsi.com and click on the CRAA equipment page. Individuals will need to enter our team’s password which is swimfast before gaining access to the CRAA equipment site.  

The site will feature many items that CRAA swimmers may purchase from Splash Multisport. Team suits, warm-ups, bags and other items may be purchased directly from this site. Additionally, training equipment may also be purchased from this site. Although coaches encourage swimmers to purchase team suits and other selected training equipment, it is not a requirement to purchase any of these team items. 

Swimmers who practice with the Junior I and Junior II practice groups are highly encouraged to purchase training fins. These fins should be the Speedo Optimus Training fin or a fin similar to this one. John Wilson Sports has this fin in stock but Splash Multisport does not have this one. Splash Multisport does have similar fins available for swimmers who cannot find the Speedo Optimus Training fin. Junior II swimmers are also encouraged to purchase Center-mount Snorkels from Finis. Most swimmers who use these snorkels prefer to have a nose clip too. Splash Multisport does carry noseclips.  Swimmers who already have fins or snorkels do not need to purchase new ones.

Swimmers who practice with the Bronze, Silver and Gold groups are encouraged to have Finis Z-II training fins. Coaches will start using these fins at Bronze and Silver practices beginning in middle October and in Gold practices starting in November. Swimmers in these training groups will not be permitted to use training fins that are longer than Finis’s Zoomer fins. Bronze, Silver and Gold swimmers may also want to purchase a pull-bouy and paddles which the coaches will permit as option during selected sets. 

As for team apparel, CRAA swimmers have the option to purchases bags, suits and wam-ups. This is not a requirement.

Board Meeting Notes

Club PolicyAdopted Regarding People On The Pool Deck

Only swimmers currently practicing, club coaches and USA Swimming registered athletes assigned by the Head Coach are allowed on the pool deck during the practice session. Telephone calls to coaches should be restricted to emergency calls only during practice times. Spectators may observe practice sessions from either grandstands or bleacher seating provided for observation of swim meets, or at a specified and dedicated space on the deck if aforesaid seating is not available at the pool in use.

Change In Family Deposit Requirement

The requirement for the $25 family deposit is to be removed from the swimmers’ contracts effective with the Winter 2007/2008 contracts, and upon request the club will repay existing or past members that request reimbursement as follows:

1.  For families currently participating with CRAA, the club will credit each family’s meet entry fee account

2. CRAA will issue a refund of the entry fee deposit to previous members who are no longer active with with the club upon request as long as the request is received by August 31, 2008. 

Any deposits or credits remaining with the club at the end of the 2008 Summer season will revert back to the club.

Waves Mascot Adoption Defeated

A motion to adopt The Waves as the official team mascot for CRAA was defeated. The board of directors elected not to approve the mascot due to limited support from the team’s membership.

Team Logo

The board approved a motion to adopt a new logo. The new logo utilizes the CRAA script that appears in the old logo and on the team caps, but in a new way. This logo will be on team t-shirts that will be available for ordering soon. The logo will also appear on the team’s website, letterhead and more. 

The team swim cap will not change and continue to be black with the white CRAA logo on it. 

Coe Football Concessions

The board agreed to run the Coe Football Concessions stand on Saturday, October 27 and Saturday, November 10. The club will not be permitted to keep the profits made from this but in return, Coe College will credit the club with pool rent.

CRAA will be looking for volunteers to help with this fund raiser. Families who volunteer will receive work session credit for each volunteer that they provide.
